Contestant Lodging Procedure

HOTELS
As part of the contract with the National High School Rodeo Association, CAM-PLEX must provide a clearinghouse for rodeo contestants and their families. For this reason, CAM-PLEX blocks hotel rooms in Gillette for rodeo contestants, vendors and NHSRA officials. We draw state National Director names to determine which states gets first choice of the hotels Gillette has to offer. Each state will be allocated 15 rooms. In January, each state’s National Director selects a hotel for their state, based on the draw system and their price range choices.

Once the contestant qualifies at the state level in June, contestants will be assigned to the hotel that the National Director has chosen, providing it is available. The state secretary sends a contestant housing sheet with one check that covers the deposit of $210.00 for each contestant. CAM-PLEX Staff will then assign hotel accommodations and send confirmation letters out to each contestant.

Any hotel rooms left in the block will be assigned evenly to those states that request more than the 15 room allocation. When all contestants have been placed, the rooms then are given to vendors from the trade show. The reservation system is completed and the list given to each hotel by July 6, 2010.

There are three other housing options:

CAMPING
You can camp on site. We have 1,730 RV sites. Contestants and their families can be close to the activities and fellow campers. Rates for the duration of the event ( July 15 through July 24) are $210.00 for full service. (water, electric and sewer); $145.00 for water and electric hook-ups only; and $100.00 for tent camping. (5% Sales Tax and 2% Lodging Tax will be added to all rates)
Please note that we do place all states together based on the information your state secretary sends us.

RENTING A HOME
The town of Gillette really gets involved with rodeo and will rent their entire house (if you have families that want to share, it's a real savings) or just rooms - whatever the need is. The homes for rent are reasonable and convenient; more so than a hotel because you can cook, watch TV and just hang out. You can rent a home by placing an ad in the local newspaper.
